Things you will need to know:

Part One - Renaissance:

1) Maps of Europe, Mexico, Japan

2) Which regions of the world were at war with Renaissance Europe and be able to identity these regions on a map?

3) Which regions of the world had not been explored by Europeans during the Renaissance

4) Which regions of the world did the Renaissance Europeans wish to explore and why?

5) What is Expansionism and how did it affect the Worldviews of Renaissance Europeans?

6) Why did Europeans want to explore?

7) Who was Marco Polo? Where did he explore? What did he accomplish? Why were his stories significant?

8) Black Death – everything you can tell me. Why was it significant?
9) Feudal System – what is it? Why was it important?
10) Manorial System (aka Manorialism)

11) What was the Worldview of the Christian Church during the Renaissance? What roles did the Church play in the lives of Renaissance individuals and in regards to exploration?

12) What are “Guilds” and why were they important in Renaissance Europe?

13) Compare the worldview of Medieval Europe to Modern Day Canada.

14) What were City-States and why were they important? What geographic features were important to Venice? What Canadian city is most like Venice and why?

15) Using a map, identity the main trade routes from Europe to Asia – what was the route called? Why was it important? What “things” were brought back to Europe? From where?
16) What did the increased wealth due to trade do to many areas of Renaissance Europe, including many of the Italian city-states?

17) What does the word “Renaissance” mean?

18) What is Humanism and why was it important to Renaissance Europe? What are the different types of Humanism?
19) What were some important characteristics found in European artwork from the Renaissance? Go through any images that we studied in class. Check over your notes…

20) What were some of the major developments or inventions during the Renaissance? Why were these events significant?
21) In the old television series “Star Trek,” when a Federation starship encountered other groups of beings throughout the universe, the officers and crew followed the “Prime Directive,” a rule that said they were not to interfere with or change, in any way, the culture or worldviews of any group they encountered. To a European explorer in the Age of Exploration, what would have been the Prime Directive?

22) What were the Crusades? Why were they significant? What impacts did they have on the peoples that were affected?

23) How did NEW ideas affect the worldview of Renaissance Europeans? Hint: Chapter 4

24) Which European group was least affected by the changing worldviews during the Renaissance?

Part Two – Spain and the Aztecs:

1) How did geography shape the worldviews of the Aztecs?

2) How were the worldviews of the Aztecs and the Spanish similar?

3) How did the Aztecs adapt to their geography location? What things did they create and why?

4) What were the main worldviews of the Aztecs – think of the Elements of the Worldview Icon and come up with two-three points for each.

5) Explain the Education system of the Aztecs – what were the different groups? How did the view Educations?

6) Explain the social structure of the Aztecs. What were the various roles in society?

7) How did the Aztecs view “citizenship”?

8) Compare the Worldviews of Aztec Mexico to Canada today?

9) Compare the Worldviews of Aztec Mexico to those of Renaissance Europe?

10) Create a timeline of events from the time the Spanish arrive in Mexico until the destruction of the temple…

11) Who was Cortes? What did he do?
Part Three – Japan:

1) What was the geography of Japan? Why was it significant? What advantages and Disadvantages did the geography have on the people of Japan?

2) Who were the Ainu? What happened to them? Compare the Ainu to Canada’s early relationship with our own Aboriginal peoples.

3) What are Tsunamis? Typhoons? Earthquakes? How did they affect the people of Japan?

4) What is “arable” land and how did the Japan cope with the land that was “arable”?

5) Why did the Japanese isolate itself from the outside world? How did it maintain its isolation?

6) Who was the Shogun? The Daimyo? Samurai? What were the various social roles one could occupy?

7) How and why was Japan Homogenous? What does this word mean?
8) How did the Shogun maintain his power and control? What were the exclusion laws?

9) Compare the Worldviews of all three of the Societies that we explored this year? How were they similar? Different?

10) What happened when the ideology of Christianity was brought to Japan? How did it interact with the Japanese religious worldviews?

11) What were the reasons that Meiji Japan chose to open up to outsiders?

12) Who were the 47 Ronin and why were they important to the Japanese people?

13) What does it mean to be self-sufficient? How were the Japanese self-sufficient?
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
